TERMS AND CONDITIONS
The Hairy Bikers’ Family Cook-off (working title) - Terms and conditions of entry

The Hairy Bikers’ Family Cook-off (Programme) is organised by the British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC). The information given by persons submitting an entry form (Applicant(s)) may be used in the Programme should the application be successful.

Selection process
Applicants will be selected at the sole discretion of the BBC and/or their representatives.  Applicants agree to take part in the selection process and the Programme itself. This will include all production filming editing where required as well as promotion and publicity of the Programme. 
Applicants agree to abide by the rules, regulations, terms and conditions of the Programme (Rules) which may be varied at the sole discretion of the BBC.  The selection process period is expected to run from 1st June 2010 to 21st October 2010 and will work in the following way:

· Applications must be received by 16th August 2010
· A family team must consist of three people, (at least one person must be an adult).  The child must be at least 10 years of age at time of filming.
· Any combination of relations is acceptable: for example, sons, mothers, uncles, grandparents, in-laws, stepfathers (including stepfathers/stepmothers who are not married), cousins.  However, a team of ‘friends’ who are unrelated is ineligible.  

· Applicants may only submit one application and may only be part of one family team.

· If a child is a member of the team, and the child’s parent or legal guardian is not also a member of the team, the parent or legal guardian must meet the production team before final selection is made to confirm they give consent for the child to appear on the Programme.  In addition, the parent or legal guardian must accompany the child to the recording of the Programme. 
· The BBC will comply at all times with its Child Protection Policy, copies of which are available on request and at http://www.bbc.co.uk/guidelines/editorialguidelines/edguide/children/bbcchildprotect.shtml 
· Preliminary auditions are planned to take place during July and August.  Families may be asked to take part in a short quiz about food and will be asked to talk about cooking as a family.
· Some families will be selected to go to the second stage of call-back auditions (i.e. at a different date from the audition) where their cooking skills will be tested. 
· The auditioning process may be filmed and by applying to the Programme you are also consenting to this footage being used in the final Programme although the BBC is not obliged to use the footage. 

· A minimum of 40 families will be selected to participate in the Programme, which will take place in a studio.  In addition, the production team will choose a number of ‘stand-by’ families in case any family drops out.
· In addition to the family team consisting of 3 members, at the time of the call-back auditions, each team will nominate one emergency substitute family member.  This family member will fill out an application form and will be subject to the same checks by the production team.  In the event of an emergency, as determined by the producer, where one person from the family team is unable to take part, this stand-by contestant will be substituted for the recording of the show.   Once a substitution has been made, that person will continue for the duration of the contest. Only one substitution may be made.  If two people from a family team are unable to take part, then the family team will have to be replaced.  The replacement family will be chosen by the Hairy Bikers, from the losing families in previous rounds.  Or if filming has not started, by a new family chosen by the production team.

· BBC will arrange travel to and from the studio and arrange accommodation if required 
· During the Programme, the families will be set cooking tasks.  Their performance in these tasks, as judged by the Hairy Bikers will determine which family in each show will get through to the final rounds.  The final rounds may consist of quarter-finals, semi-finals and finals.  Successful families will need to be available for up to 5 days studio filming. The Hairy Bikers will decide, based on their performance, which families will go through to the finals week.  The Hairy Bikers will make their decisions based on the following: 
- Completion of allotted task
- Taste and flavour of the dishes
- Presentation
- Imaginative use of ingredients
- Adherence to the brief
- Complexity of the dishes
· The Hairy Bikers will decide who is Britain’s Best Cooking Family.

· You will be required to complete further paperwork if you are selected to audition and may be required to complete further paperwork prior to participation in the Programme. 
The decisions of the Hairy Bikers are final. Neither correspondence nor discussion concerning any decision shall be entered into.
The BBC reserves the right to alter, amend or cancel the selection process and/or the Programme at its absolute discretion.  It is under no obligation to make or broadcast any Programme.
Applicants selected for the call-back stage or subsequent stages of any audition process may be asked to undertake not to accept any engagements in programmes similar to the Programme for any other United Kingdom broadcaster prior to broadcast of all episodes of the Programme in the United Kingdom without the BBC’s prior written consent.

Entries
Applicants warrant that they have truthfully and accurately completed the Programme entry form and acknowledge and agree that the BBC may in its sole discretion disqualify an Applicant from any interview, any part of the selection process or the Programme itself at any time and at any stage if an Applicant supplies or has supplied any untruthful, inaccurate or misleading details and/or information and/or otherwise in breach of any of the Rules.

The application form will be available from 12pm 7th June 2010 to 12pm 16th August 2010 and entries must be received by 12pm on 16th August 2010. All entries will be considered equally, regardless of when they were received (provided that they are received by the final deadline).

The BBC reserves the right to refuse any entry for any reason at its absolute discretion and is not required to give any explanation of such refusal.

No application forms will be returned and shall become the property of the BBC on submission. Each Applicant is advised to retain a copy if appropriate. All information supplied to the BBC will be dealt with in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998 solely for the purposes of production of the Programme. 
Entry to the Programme by Applicants is done at their own risk. Attendance by Applicants at any audition or other event staged by the BBC and travel to and from any such events is at the Applicant's own risk and expense and the BBC accepts no responsibility or liability in this regard.  If we invite you to a call-back audition, reasonable travel expenses will be paid. Travel expenses to and from studio for successful applicants will also be covered. 
Entries are made at an Applicant's own expense and the BBC shall not be liable to reimburse any expenses incurred in making an entry. Entries must not contain defamatory or obscene material and/or anything which is likely to bring the BBC into disrepute. 
Unless specifically stated unsuccessful Applicants in any stage will not be contacted by the BBC due to the large number of entries anticipated.

The BBC shall not be obliged to make use of any entry and shall not be liable for any loss of publicity or enhancement of reputation.

Publicity
Each Applicant warrants and agrees that he/she shall not be entitled to undertake any press, publicity or other discussions with any third party in connection with the application to participate in the Programme.
The BBC reserve the right to seek and issue publicity on behalf of Applicants. Acceptance of these Rules is a condition of entry and receipt of an entry by the BBC constitutes each Applicant’s acceptance of and agreement to the Rules.

Production of the Programme
The production period is expected to be from September 2010 to October 2010. Applicants consent to being filmed and recorded by the BBC, where required for the Programme and consent to filming at the Applicant’s work place and home if deemed necessary by the programme makers. The Applicant will complete further paperwork for this purpose. 
Eligibility
All Applicants must be resident in the United Kingdom and must be legally entitled to work in the United Kingdom.

Applications from persons with disabilities are welcomed and encouraged. The BBC will endeavour to meet any access needs for such disabled Entrants. 

Any applicant under the age of 16 will be required to obtain a parental consent and will supply a completed parental consent form at the BBC’s request. The BBC may, at its discretion, also ask applicants between the ages of 16-18 to supply a completed parental consent form.
The following persons are not eligible to apply:

(i) 
 Any person who was employed by BBC or any of its subsidiaries on or after 01.06.2010 and any member of the immediate family (including live in partners) of such person;
(ii) 
Any person who is not resident in the UK; and
(iii) 
Any person who is not legally able to work in the UK
(iv) Any person whose main source of income comes from commercial cooking and/or cooking in a professional environment;

(v) Any person who has worked full time as a cook for longer than six months in the last five years; and

(vi) Any person who has gained formal cooking qualifications of NVQ standard or higher acquired in the last ten years.
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
